Assignment:
There are a wide variety of careers in criminal justice ranging from court reporting to the standard police work we associate with crime and criminal justice.  Your assignment is to choose a career in criminal justice and research that career.  You will follow the directions for each slide.  You may add additional slides if you need the room for more information and your particular career may call for additional or different slides as well.  Please follow the guidelines and rubric to insure you get all possible points.  A list at the end has been provided of careers in criminal justice feel free to choose one of those or if there is a career you would like to research that is not on the list just get approval PRIOR to completing the project from your Criminal Justice teacher.

2. The Career
· List the title of the career
· The definition- what someone in this career actually does
3. Requirements of the Career 
· What type of education is required for this career?
· Are there different levels of education for different levels in the career?

· What type of training is required?

· Any types of specialized licensing or testing for this career once educational requirements are met?
· This should be more than one slide
4.  Colleges, Universities & Training programs
· What/where can you get training for this career (are there colleges that “specialize” in this area
· How much is the cost of the training
· What is the length of the training
· What are examples of course work you would take 
5.  In this career…
· What are the benefits and “perks” of this career
· What are the drawbacks or dangers of this career
· What are the salary levels for this career
· Are there advancement opportunities?

· Can/does this career overlap or lead into other careers in law enforcement or the criminal justice system
6.  “You should be…”
· In order to succeed in this career what would need to be characteristics of individuals in this field

· Who would you recommend this career for/ what type of person/ personality traits and attributes are needed to be successful in this career

7.  Recommendations/Advice

· What recommendations would you make for anyone going in to this career (are there certain places to live, schools to attend, internships to pursue, etc.)
· Give at least 2 pieces of advice based on your research that would be helpful for someone pursuing this career
8.  Interesting facts/ 2 things I learned…

· What are at least 2 interesting facts you learned about your career
· List at least 2 things you learned while researching this career
9.  Bibliography

· List of resources used to create the power point 
This slide MUST contain at least 2 separate sources for information.
REQUIREMENTS:

1.  In order to properly address all these points your power point should be a minimum of 5 COMPLETELY DEVELOPED slides.  This DOES NOT include the title/bibliography slide & slides with pictures only do not count!
2. You may add or delete information you think is needed or doesn’t fit BUT the general outline and contents of the slides should fit the outline that has been laid out for you.  

3. You need pictures on at least 3 of your slides & the pictures need to pertain to what is discussed on the slides
4. DO NOT WRITE paragraphs or essays on each slide- simple, quick bullets that explain key points- PROOFREAD- you will receive points for grammar, spelling, etc

5. You will chose any career on the list (if you would like to research a career not on the list remember to get PRIOR approval from your teacher!!)
**VERY IMPORTANT:  You need to be thorough- YOU are the expert on your career.  Make sure to include KEY information!  It needs to be clear- WHAT is on your slides & WHY the information is important or relevant to your career.  Make sure your sources are reliable.
6.  NO PLAGARISM- YOU NEED TO USE YOUR OWN THOUGHTS & WORDS!  Cutting and pasting will get you 0 points!
